Thanks for purchasing the Crosstac Armorer Blocks! There are many operations that can be done with these
blocks. However, remember these are gunsmithing tools and as such they may need final fitting for use in a
particular receiver. Since no two magwells are made the same (broached vs. EDM vs milled) it results in
different internal dimensions. To adjust for this, the corners of the mag well block may need to be relieved.
